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Scholarships Terms and Conditions

Academic Program and Course of Study :

1.

The scholarship recipient must diligently pursue the course of studies agreed in the

Scholarship Contract. Scholarship recipients must dedicate themselves to their studies and

successfully pass their degree at the first attempt. SFSD will not pay for any additional fees

associated with repeating exams.

The scholarship recipient must not transfer to any other educational institution or to any

other course of study than that confirmed in your contract without the written permission

of SFSD.

Scholarship recipient needs to submit any requests for a change of major to the Scholarship

Management partner / SFSD in writing. The scholarship recipient must submit a justification

letter highlighting the reason for the transfer, if needed. SFSD reserves the right to approve

or decline requests to transfers of major /or institution.

Requests to change major could be considered on a case-by-case basis on the following

conditions:

o SFSD will not bear any increases in the budget allocated for the Scholarship Recipient as
per the contract due to the major change.

o The major must be within the majors offered within the scholarship.

o The scholarship recipient must meet the minimum requirements set by the university
for his/her new major.

Duration of scholarship :

1.

The Scholarship is bound by the duration set in the scholarship contract. Scholarships may
not be extended beyond the duration stipulated in the contract unless there are exceptional
circumstances and a written approval from SFSD.

SFSD will not cover any extra fees for scholarship recipients who delayed their graduation
year for any reason.

SFSD might consider exceptions if there are strong academic or welfare reasons to support
this.

Scholarship recipients must inform the management partner or SFSD of their request for an
extension before the original date of the end of the scholarship was due to end, as stated in
your Scholarship contract. All extensions are subject to the availability of funds and approval
of the request.

Scholarships Coverage:

The Following Items will be covered by the Scholarship:

Tuition fees
Living Allowance
University books/ Educational materials
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Transportation (only if students are from the same governorate)
Health insurance (for scholarships abroad)

Laptop for bachelor's students

Extracurricualr activities within the student’s budget allocated.

The Following Items will not be covered by the Scholarship:

Visa fees

Additional study abroad costs

Accommodation and living allowance in the summer

Any personal costs beyond the aforemntioned items.

Accommodation Costs:

1. SFSD will only cover accommodation costs in the university dorms based on a double room
basis for students whose permanent residence address is in another governorate, different
from the University.

2. Scholarship Recipients’ requests to change accommodation must be submitted to the
Scholarship Management Partner / SFSD. Requests will be considered on a case-by-case
basis on the following conditions:

o The university does not have dorms

o Unreasonable Commuting conditions (In terms of duration, safety or cost)

o Specific needs related to medical conditions or disability

o SFSD will not bear any increases in the budget allocated for the student as per the
contract due to the change in accommodation.

Stipend:

1. All scholarship recipients will be receiving a monthly stipend to cover meals, water and
internet during their academic program or scholarship activities only.

2. The Stipend amount is determined by SFSD based on various factors including cost of living,
costs covered in the university dorm ...etc.

3. Students residing in the same governorate (where accommodation costs are not covered by
the scholarship) will receive an additional 30% of the monthly stipend to cover
transportation costs to and from the university.

Scholarship Budget:

The Scholarship contract includes an allocated budget for each scholarship recipient. The

budget is considered an indicative amount. Scholarship Recipients are not entitled to request

any remaining funds that were not spent during the term of the scholarship.

Laptop:

1. If the scholarship includes the provision of a laptop, the Scholarship Management Partner
and/or university will purchase laptops for the students as per the minimum required
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specifications provided by the students’ university and based on approved procurement
policies within each entity.

2. Warranty certificates will be retained by the purchasing entity (Scholarship Management
Partner or University) until the end of the scholarship.

3. SFSD is not responsible for compensating any personal misuse of the laptop.

8) Academic Standing:

1. Scholarship recipients must maintain a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or equivalent. Students whose
cumulative GPA are less than 3 will receive a warning letter and will be put on probation for
the following semester. Failure to raise the GPA above 3.0 will result in the termination of
the scholarship.

2. Scholarship recipients with disabilities must maintain a GPA of 2.0 or equivalent. Students
whose scores are less than 2.0 will receive a warning letter and will be put on probation for
one semester. Failure to raise the GPA above 2.0 will result in the termination of the
scholarship.

9) Study abroad programs
1. SFSD might consider requests to join Study abroad programs on a case-by-case basis on the
following conditions:
o SFSD will not bear any increases in the budget allocated for the student as per the
contract due to joining the Study Abroad Program.
o The Study Abroad Program is provided at a highly-ranked university
o Study Abroad Program specialization is relevant to the student’s major of study
o Student must return to Egypt upon the end of the study abroad program
10) Educational Equipment/materials

1. SFSD will consider covering the costs of educational materials required for projects and
assignments.

2. Students must receive prior approval from SFSD/ Scholarship Management partner for costs
of educational materials required for projects and assignments

3. Scholarship Management partner/SFSD can approve requests up to the annual line item
indicated for each student after checking with the university.

11) Pre-requisite Conditions for Admission:

1. Students must meet the minimum English requirement set by the University for Admission
to the university or during their academic proram. SFSD will not cover the costs of additional
English courses for students to be admitted to the academic program.

12) Summer Courses

- SFSD will not bear any expenses related to summer courses.

13) Transcript or Exam Appeal

- SFSD will not provide extra fees for transcripts or exam appeal requests.
14) Medical Emergency
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1. Scholarship Recipients must notify SFSD and/ or the Scholarships Management Partner of
any severe illness that might hinder them from completing the academic program.

2. SFSD will discuss with the University the implications of such an illness on the academic
program as indicated by the university.

3. SFSD is entitled to terminate the scholarship in case of emergency circumstances, such as
illness, arising which, with your university’s agreement, would render it impossible for the
scholarship recipient to complete the Scholarship satisfactorily or prevent the purpose of
the Scholarship from being fulfilled.

15) Cases of Misconduct

1. Scholarship Recipients should abide by University rules and regulations, and code of
conduct. Failure to abide by University rules and regulations might put the scholarship
recipient at risk of termination of the scholarship.

2. SFSDis entitled to terminate the scholarship in case of :

® Misconduct, whether in connection with your study or otherwise.
® Dismissal, for any reason, from your host university.

® The discovery that the Scholarship recipient has submitted fraudulent documentation.
16) Funding additional to the SFSD Scholarship
1. Scholarship Recipient must disclose on their application form whether they applied, or
intend to apply, for any other scholarships or awards
2. Scholarship Recipients must disclose to the Scholarship Management Partner / SFSD if they
are offered any additional funding from any other source as soon as possible.
17) Social media usage :

1) SFSD supports the use of social media to share news and engage in conversations with a
variety of audiences around the world. Scholarship recipients must adhere to the
following principles when using social media:

e Confidentiality — Scholarship recipients should not post confidential or proprietary
information about Sawiris Foundation, its alumni or its employees.

e Privacy — Scholarship recipients should not post anything or discuss a situation
involving named or pictured individuals on a social media site without their
knowledge or permission.

e “Do No Harm” —Scholarship recipients must ensure that their use of social media does
not harm the SFSD, the University, its faculty, its students, its alumni, or its
employees. This includes engaging in the publication of content that is offensive,
derogatory, defamatory, menacing, discriminatory, or explicit in nature. It also
includes demonstrating behaviors that involve bullying, intimidation, or harassment
towards fellow users, organizations, colleagues, or page administrators.
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e Personal Responsibility and Liability —Scholarship Recipients are responsible for
what they post on their own site and on the sites of others, and should never post
on behalf of SFSD or the scholarship program.

2) Scholarship recipients must adhere to their university guidelines related to social media
usage.
